Bullying Prevention
What is a bully?  The cool kid?  The mean and angry kid?  The lonely kid?  The kid who’s confused and acting out?  The one who’s also a victim?  These types of questions will be explored and addressed with proactive tools and problem solving strategies.

Examples

Using Theatre Arts as a vehicle, bully prevention can be addressed through:
· Playwriting—using improvisation to develop scenarios, the student will define character, dramatic conflict, stakes at risk, evolved solutions; demonstrate how to make intelligent choices to avoid bullying behavior; act out telling vs. tattling
· Acting—using the scenes created, the student acts out the issues, living the words and relating the material to reinforce the theme
· Directing—finding choices to interpret the material with clarity
Using Technology as a tool:

· Photography—create a collage of images which depict “dangerous” environments, words which rouse response (positive and negative), charts which highlight repercussions and solutions
· Video—create PSA’s: storyboard a scene, create the script, set up the shot, shoot the scene, act and edit.  This could be used as a middle school mentor project to be presented in a feeder elementary school  

· Cyber Bullying—PDAs, cell phones, the internet, IM, chat rooms, blogs:  the use, the intention and the repercussion.  Educate the student on his/her risk of threats in cyber space and how bullying and cyber bullying are similar… bullying without muscle.
Using Visual Arts as a method of self expression in a variety of mediums
· Banners, mural, sculpture, puzzles, which depict episodes and/or scenarios; will have the student share in the decision of content and execution
This can be offered during school, after school, weekend, vacation breaks and summer. Workshops would be 45 minutes, 1 hour or up to 3 hours, depending on the program design.  Recommended residency: Minimum 15 visits up to year long.
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
