Career Awareness and the World of Work
Working in conjunction with the school or district, an offering of a variety of programs such as theatre intensives, video/media workshops, music, dance, visual and production programs will unite the classroom experience to a professional workplace.

Students and teachers participate in workshops which are furthered educationally through field trips to professional work environments such as back stage theatre, costume shop, set design, university setting, recording studio, orchestra pit, garden, restaurant, publishing house, television studio, museum, etc.  The visits to these environments will complete workshops which tie into these venues.  PACT would provide assistance in writing resumes, bios and applications for summer employment.  

Examples

· Creating a Documentary… for the student and/or parent
Participants will, ideally, have a full 15 hour residency on video and media arts.  They will storyboard the material, create the dialogue, set up the shots, be the cameraman, actor, director, edit the material (either hands on or dry edit), go to a professional studio to observe a taping or to NYU film department and observe the process, add music and print on a DVD.  Marketing and promotion could be added.  Questions asked could be:  How could I work here?  Who would I talk to first?  How would I find out if I qualify?  What if I’ve written an educational resume, but it doesn’t have qualifying entries?

· The Actor Auditions

Students will learn how to choose material which is age appropriate and features the beginning actors’ needed abilities: memorization, articulation, and performance presentation.  They will understand how to create and build a performance resume, research to WHOM the resumes should be sent and once you’ve got the part, how to keep the job.  Job opportunities in the world of theatre which supports the actor will be explored.

The Cherry Lane Theatre is in partnership with PACT, to develop playwriting, acting and directing.  Through an essay submission process, students are selected to have an experience in a professional theatre setting year round.  The students work side by side with arts administrators, lighting designers, directors, stage managers, wardrobe and actors.  The ultimate goals are student driven performances using the skills that were begun in the classroom honed at The Cherry Lane Theatre.  This type of intense work in the cultural institution gives the student an unparallel opportunity to experience theatre in the real world.

Mentoring internships for high school students year round.
· Sports Broadcasting and Sports Marketing

Sports’ broadcasting is the development of speaking and research and is a track for men and women.  Focusing, not only on the sport and its rules, but researching the history of players, learning play by play “calls”, knowing on camera vs. radio techniques and understanding how to ask open ended questions for interviews.  Field trips to Staten Island Yankees, Yankee Stadium, Montclair State University, Newark Bears or a T.V. station may round out the residency.  Logo design and marketing a team could be introduced.  How to highlight a sports resume will be discussed.
This can be offered during school, after school, weekend, vacation breaks and summer.  Workshops would be 45 minutes, 1 hour or up to 3 hours, depending on the program design.  This could be a year round residency.
