Literacy/Skills Enhancement

Using drama, dance, music and media arts the student will develop literacy/skills through hands on project based learning and systemic activities in theatre, dance, visual arts, music and technology (video and photography).

Theatre Arts—Using the Blueprint as the baseline, the curriculum will be designed to integrate theater activities that promote expression, discipline and collaboration. 

Theatre Making:

· Work with the students to find their own voice and develop dramatic language

· Understand the structure of play making through by creating characters, obstacles and resolutions, plot, sub plot, back story

· Develop set design and technical needs in relationship to the story

· Design costumes and make up in relationship to the story

· Make musical and choreographed choices which further enhance the piece (if it is musically based)

Acting:
· Utilize the body through improvisation and set exercises to free the body for gesture and how it relates to character, control the body for energy, traveling in space, and how the body may be a non-verbal communicator
· Vocal instruction on diction, articulation, projection, accents
Directing

· Articulate / communicate view points (Anne Bogart)

· Understand the production team and effectively communicate artistic choices

· Staging awareness

Theatre Literacy

· Ability to break down a script: plot, setting, character, conflict, intent

· Critique or “review”

· Creating a resume and a bio and knowing the difference

Theatre Connections

· Integrate choreography, musical score with lyrics, costume, set, lighting design

Community and Cultural Resources & Life Long Learners

· Partnering with professional theatres to understand non-profit, profit, repertory

· Performance and mentorship opportunities

The same applications would be applied to visual arts, music and dance.  The workshops could be during school workshops, or after school workshops.   Evening, weekend, vacation and summer programming would flourish.  Workshops would be 45 minutes, 1 hour or up to 3 hours, depending on the program design. Recommended residency 12-20 visits to year long
