 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1PLANNING SESSIONS
Planning begins with the school administration, teachers and teaching artists.  Planning sessions must precede any residency, be it during school, after school, special weekends, school breaks, Professional Development or Parent Engagement Series.  The residency may be one visit as a master class, a series which scaffolds into a small or large project, a series which may result in a student driven performance or a series which may have a professional group kick off the program or end it.  The purpose of the planning session is to clarify the goals, detail logistics, determine curricular themes, specific Blueprint strands and which grade level benchmarks are expected to be met.

IN-SCHOOL AND AFTER-SCHOOL WORKSHOPS

These workshops may be in dance, music, visual arts, theatre arts or digital technology.  Using the Blueprint as a basis for instruction, the workshops will be structured around the grade level benchmarks.  PreK-2 will be designed around the second grade benchmarks in whichever discipline is chosen.  In some schools, grades 3-5 will encompass the benchmarks for second AND fifth grade.  In some school, grades 6-8 will use the second, fifth and eighth grade benchmarks.  Grades 9-12 will incorporate all benchmarks, with a high concentration on eighth and twelfth grades.  The reasoning for this is remedial education.  Many children in sixth grade, let’s say, have never experienced pantomime or improvisation which is a root exercise in theatre.  The teaching artist will begin with the second and fifth grade building blocks so by the end of the residency, general comprehension at these benchmarks are in place.
