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EXAMPLE PROGRAMS

DANCE
African Dance –Either a male or female dancer (depending on availability) will provide workshops that focus on traditional African rhythms and steps.  Many of the combinations are derived from specific African contries such as Guinea, Mali, Senegal, the Gambia and Ivory Coast, re-creating stories that focus on folklore, history and self-esteem.  These may be taught with or without a percussionist.  Ideally, a drummer would be used.

African and Caribbean Dance –Umfundalai Technique, a technique that combines African and Caribbean dance with Modern Dance.

Pan African Dance –Dances from Brazil, Latin America, the Caribbean and The Ivory Coast.

Creative Dance –Focusing on rhythms, sequencing of movement, traveling through space and group dynamics.  Use of props may be introduced.

Hip-Hop/Jazz/Break –Using current styles of ‘street’ movement with traditional jazz steps. J The music would be language appropriate.

Theatre Dance –Traditional Broadway style movement which would reflect certain time periods and musical history.  Specific choreographic styles would be introduced.

Ballroom: Salsa, Mambo, Cha Cha, Swing –Understand the social skills of formal ballroom dancing.  A fantastic dance journey with great music, fun combinations while experiencing the techniques of leading and following with your dance partner.

DRAMA
Acting for beginners –Through the use of improvisation and role playing the student will understand the basics of stage language.  Simple scenes will be brought in for them to work or they can create their own.

Improvisation–Using theatre games, visual literacy will be introduced.

Contact improv –getting physical without getting hurt!

Audition technique –Bring in prepare material or use sides from the instructor for ‘cold’ readings.

Going to an open call –What to expect and how to prepare

Theatre games –Breaking out of yourself!

Viewpoints –Introducing Anne Bogart’s highly successful strategies on theatre.

Playwriting –Create a short one act using the concept of beginning, middle, end and conflict.

MUSIC and VOICE
African and Latin Percussion –A drummer will bring an assortment of instruments for African and Latin rhythms

Voice and Chorus –A vocalist will lead the students through a series of warm-ups, tongue twisters and scales.  They will learn 5-8 songs.  The songs may be of any content: Patriotic, holiday, Broadway.  This would require a pianist.

Songwriting –The students will create the lyrics from a structured assignment and then develop them into a song format understanding verse, chorus, refrain, melody, harmony, breath control, vocal techniques and performance quality.

Create a school anthem –The artist will gather data detailing the profile of the school and with the students, create a school song/anthem.

VISUAL ARTS

Puppets –The students could create wire puppets, marionettes or pillow-y cotton figures with sculpted faces and hands.  These can be small or as large as your body, depending time and budget contstraints.
